Discussion Assemblies and Our School Values

Our children have been busy this term exploring what our Elkesley school values look like in action. Through
weekly whole-school discussion assemblies, pupils from Nursery to Year 6 have shared thoughtful and heartfelt
reflections on how they live our values each day.

To be Happy, children spoke about including others, following rules with kindness and helping keep our school
welcoming. They said happiness comes from feeling safe, valued and able to be yourself. Being Welcoming meant
using good manners, listening, opening doors and ensuring everyone is included—something they are proud
visitors notice immediately. Showing Compassion shone through in their examples of comforting friends, helping
with learning and considering others’ feelings. To be Resilient, pupils described trying again, correcting mistakes
and supporting each other—echoing the powerful message, “l am enough.” They celebrated being Talented in
many forms, and recognised that becoming Achievers comes from effort, persistence and pride.

Our children’s voices show that our values are truly lived every day at Elkesley.

We are scientists!

Our whole-school bee project is now in full swing, and excitement is buzzing across Elkesley! This term, a visiting
STEM scientist delivered an inspiring assembly to all pupils, sparking curiosity about the vital role bees play in our
environment. Children have carried out their own research, with a particular focus on mason bees, developing
strong knowledge of their habitats, behaviours and needs. Using what they’ve learned, pupils have planned their
very own bee hotels, ready to be built later this half term. We can’t wait to see these thoughtful, eco-friendly
designs come to life and support our local pollinators!
